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This ride starts at the fair building and goes to the Limekiln Trail.  We will follow this route to see green colored clay, a drainage that contains agate deposits and along the way we will stop to view Bristlecone Pines.  The trail connects to the Fremont Trail System.  We traverse this route where we will view Aspen Trees and frequently seen wildlife.  We descend to Sandford Creek where we will stop for a picnic lunch next to the creek.  As we continue to follow the trail along the creek where we will cross numerous times, we will see the site of an old lumber mill and a cave.  This is a leisurely ride.
